SHAKESPEARE AND THE GLOBE THEATRE

William Shakespeare is perhaps the most famous of British
writers. His plays include Romeo and Juliet, Hamlet and Macbeth.
They have been translated into more than 80 languages and are
regularly performed around the world.

Shakespeare lived between about 1554 and 1616, and during
his lifetime his plays were performed at The Globe Theatre in
London. The theatre burned down in 1613, but in 1997 it re-
opened following a major restoration project. Since then, more
than 750,000 people a year have visited the theatre.

To celebrate Shakespeare’s birthday in 2012, all thirty seven
of Shakespeare’s plays were performed at The Globe by thirty
seven different theatre companies and in thirty seven different
